United States.

ÅDone every 10 years.

ÅMandated by the US Constitution.

ÅThe next census is in April, 2010.



ITôS EASY

ÅThe 2010 Census will use one of the shortest forms 

in US Census history.

ÅCensus form comes to your home in the mail.

ÅContains 10 short topics

ÅWill take only a few minutes to complete.

ïAsks for name, gender, age, race, ethnicity, 

relationship, and whether you own or rent your 

home.

ÅReturn the completed form in the mail.



ITôS SAFE

ÅAll information collected by the Census Bureau 

is confidential by law (Title 13).

ÅWhat does this mean?

ïWe can not give your personal information to 

anyone, including immigration or law 

enforcement agencies.

ïThe information collected by the census is for 

statistical purposes only.
